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From 1999-2001, Michael was a Postdoctoral Fellow in the Department of Political Studies at the University of Auckland, and from 2001-2004 was a Postdoctoral Research Associate at the Institute of Intergovernmental Relations at Queen’s University. He has lectured at McGill, Auckland, Queen’s and the University of Otago. He joined UNBC in the winter of 2006 as a Canada Research Chair in Comparative Indigenous State Relations. Research interests: citizenship and self-determination, the politics of difference, indigenous rights and governance, nationalism and democratization, and legal norms and constitutionalism. His recent publications have appeared in the Canadian Journal of Political Science, the Australian Journal of Political Science, Ethnicities, and Citizenship Studies.
